Jesus Sees Us

And welcomes us to be ourselves

When I was growing up in the south, special dinners
always had a particular choreography. Everyone would
visit before the meal and then we would eat. After the
meal, the women cleared the tables and took care of
things in the kitchen while the men watched sports in
another room. Though things have changed in recent
years, back then, it would have been radical if a man

had helped in the kitchen or a woman chosen to watch

football.

I thought of this as we discussed the middle section of
Bishop Mariann Budde’s book, How We Learn to be
Brave. (Our final discussion will be on August 29.) As
she mentions Jesus’s visit to the home of Martha and
Mary in Bethany, Bishop Budde comments, “[Jesus]
honors Mary’s choice to take her place among the men
rather than busy herself in the kitchen” (p. 45). Bishop
Budde does not expand on that detail, but the way she
mentions it makes me think that the welcome and
acceptance of Jesus meant a lot to the Bishop just as it
means a lot to many of us. Christ invites our full
humanity, whether we fit into cultural categories, or

not. In Christ is absolute freedom to be ourselves.

As the Church honors Mary and Martha of Bethany on
July 29, we can give special thanks that the Bible
records the stories of ordinary people of faith who were

seen, welcomed, and loved by Jesus.

The Second Lesson from Scripture Romans 8: 26-39

Lector A reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans.

The Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but that very Spirit intercedes with
sighs too deep for words. And God, who searches the heart, knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit

intercedes for the saints according to the will of God. We know that all things work together for good for those who



love God, who are called according to his purpose. For those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be conformed
to the image of his Son, in order that he might be the firstborn within a large family. And those whom he predestined
he also called; and those whom he called he also justified; and those whom he justified he also glorified. What then are
we to say about these things? If God is for us, who is against us? He who did not withhold his own Son, but gave him
up for all of us, will he not with him also give us everything else? Who will bring any charge against God's elect? It is
God who justifies. Who is to condemn? It is Christ Jesus, who died, yes, who was raised, who is at the right hand of
God, who indeed intercedes for us. Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress, or
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? As it is written, “For your sake we are being killed all day long;

we are accounted as sheep to be slaughtered.” No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who
loved us. For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come,
nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in

Christ Jesus our Lord.

Music notes...
The voluntaries come from the Eight Short Preludes and Fugues, formerly attributed to Johann Sebastian Bach, but
probably composed by Johann Tobias Krebs, (one of his pupils,), or his son Johann Ludwig Krebs, or perhaps another
German composer. Peter Williams, a leading Bach scholar, leans toward a composer such as J.K. F. Fischer (c. 1656 -
1746), from Southern Germany. The voluntary at the beginning of the service, Prelude and Fugue in F major contains
elements that are reminiscent of the third section of J.S. Bach’s Pastorella, BWV 590, however, this prelude and fugue
do not match the musicianship of Bach. According to Peter Williams this work seems like “an exercise in simple rising
sequences, with a basso-continuo pedal part.” The Prelude and Fugue in C major brings together compositional
techniques found in an Italian concerto and the earlier organ praeludium as it displays elements of the stylus fantasticus

or “fantastic style” of the north-German Baroque.

This Sunday will conclude the series of the Ezght Short Preludes and Fugues. Four of these works are in the major keys
of C, F, G and B flat major. The remaining four are in the minor keys of D, E, G and A. We can look forward to the

remaining four during the season of Lent. ~ Adam Koch

HOW TO JOIN US MORE FULLY

“I'm already an Episcopalian.”
Simply contact our parish office, give Erlinda Brent, the
parish secretary, (ebrent@holytrinity-nyc.org) the name

of your previous church, and we will do the rest.

“I was baptized, but not in an Episcopal Church.”
Simply obtain a letter from a former church or
photocopy of your baptismal certificate. You can also be
received or confirmed when the bishop visits Holy

Trinity. Contact the rector or church office.

“Im Roman Catholic.”

First of all, know that you are already welcome to receive
Holy Communion. If you would like to unite formally
with the parish, simply provide evidence of Christian
baptism. Roman Catholics are “received” into our
parish. You remain “fully catholic,” but are adopted into

the Anglican Communion.

“I’ve never been baptized.”

Then get ready for a life-changing celebration! You will
be led through a process that allows you to ask your
deepest questions, to search with others for answers and

to be baptized at any of our services.
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A Brief but Complicated History of The Church of the Holy Trinity

The original Church of the Holy Trinity, founded by the Rev. Stephen H. Tyng, Jr. in 1864, stood at 42nd Street and
Madison Avenue. He was followed by the Rev. Dr. Wilbur F. Watkins, and the Rev. Dr. E. Walpole Warren. In the
early 1890s, as Holy Trinity sought to move northward, the possibility developed for Holy Trinity to combine with St.
James Church. Serena Rhinelander, who wanted to build a church as a memorial to her father and grandfather,
bought out her relatives to amass a parcel of land on East 88th Street, and plans began to take shape for a new mission
church. In 1897, St. Christopher’s Mission House, the first building of the Holy Trinity complex, was dedicated. The
old Holy Trinity building in midtown sold for $750,000, which allowed $200,000 to create an endowment for the new
Holy Trinity, and the remainder of the money to go to St. James, who could then retire the mortgage on its new
church building. When the rector of St. James retired, the former rector of Holy Trinity became rector of St. James,
and the Rev. Dr. James B. Chalmers, became the first vicar of Holy Trinity’s new incarnation. After Dr. Chalmers,
Holy Trinity was led by vicars, the Rev. Samuel Dorrance, 1919-1926; the Rev. Dudley St. Stark, 1926-1932; the Rev.
William J. Dietrich, 1932-1940; and the Rev. James A. Paul who began as vicar but was made the first rector with Holy
Trinity’s independence in 1951.
