Then
Elijah took his mantle and rolled it up, and struck the water; the water was parted to the one side and to the
other, until the two of them crossed on dry ground. When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me
what I may do for you, before I am taken from you.” Elisha said, “Please let me inherit a double share of your
spirit.” He responded, “You have asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as I am being taken from you, it will be
granted you; if not, it will not.” As they continued walking and talking, a chariot of fire and horses of fire
separated the two of them, and Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into heaven. Elisha kept watching and crying
out, “Father, father! The chariots of Israel and its horsemen!” But when he could no longer see him, he grasped

Notes on today’s music...

The Anthem at the Offertory was composed by T. Frederick Candlyn, who served as the Organist and
Choirmaster at St. Thomas, Fifth Avenue, from 1943-1954. Born in England, he came to the United States in
1915 to be the Organist and Choirmaster of St. Paul’s Church in Albany, N.Y. Candlyn composed over 200
works which include choral anthems, cantatas, service music, and solo organ works. Three of his choral
anthems are standard repertoire in the Episcopal Church in the United States: Christ Whose Glory Fills the
Skies; Thee We Adore; and King of Glory, King of Peace.

The text for our anthem, Christ Whose Glory Fills the Skies, was written by Charles Wesley (1707-1788). This
text can be found in The Hymnal 1982 on page seven set to the tune Ratisbon. Charles Wesley is considered to
be one of the greatest and most prolific hymn writers with over 6,500 hymns to his credit; with at least twenty
